It may be reiterated that as no formal system has a complete answer to the problem of
crime. The social defence approach is based on the premise that the criminal justice system
by itself cannot undo such aberration of the wider socio-economic system as are associated
with crime. Even the reduction in crime as a more realistic goal can be achieved only by
extending crime prevention and control measures beyond the criminal justice system and by
building these into a broader social action to curb conditions which produce crime. ‘Such a
perspective requires focussing on two major areas, one is preventing crime by protecting
various vulnerable groups within the framework of social justice and seeond by tre,f\'ﬁng of
offenders in a just, fair and equitable manner, with due regard to their human rights, and on
the basis of a differential handling of individuals who violate law under various kinds of
situational compulsion vis-a-vis those who perpetrate crime in an orgahized manner.
