This concept means a pattern or
template, something which is commonly
reproduced in an activity. Kuhn (1970) used
‘paradigm’ to describe a general view of the
nature of physical or natural phenomena in
science. His influential book on the history of
science suggests that scientific activity
(theory-making, experimentation, methods of
research, debate and so on) always builds on
a paradigm. Eventually, in a scientific
revolution, a completely new world view of
phenomena is constructed. This changes the
conception of those phenomena and forms a
new paradigm.
