The HC ordered the civic
body to conduct a survey
across the city to find out
how many permissions were
given for hoardings, how
much revenue was collected,
and what were the actions
taken against illegal flexes.
According to the BBMP,
notices have so far been sent
to 242 officers for delays or
lapses in taking action against
unauthorised advertisements
and hoardings. They had also
issued instructions to lodge
First Information Reports
(FIRs) wherever necessary.
The court has ordered the
BBMP to submit a report
before November 28.

According to the MTP Act,
termination is  generally
allowed for up to 24 weeks.
Allowing the abortion
may pose arisk to the survival
of the unborn child, as their
chances of survival are
high at this stage. However,
if the mother’s health or
other complications are
considered, it may be safer
to proceed with termination.
