5. What are the various types of radio interviews? Explain the various stages involved in conducting an interview.

6. Write a script for a radio documentary (around 5 minutes) about any relevant social issue. Include narration, segments, music, and sound effects as part of your script.     
7. Convert the following print stories into a radio script for a short news programme (around 1 minute per story).
(i) SpaceX (short for Space Exploration Technologies), founded in 2002, was Elon Musk’s response to the high cost of launching objects into orbit, as well as NASA’s pullback from many aspects of space travel and transport with the end of its shuttle program. 

SpaceX now claims to be able to launch payloads into space with reusable     rockets at a fraction of the price traditionally charged for such services. These savings trickle down into all industries using orbital platforms, such as the GPS in your phone or car, or internet service in remote areas of the globe, that would either cost more or be unavailable without the savings possible due to Musk and SpaceX’s innovations. 
SpaceX is becoming the future of space travel. Musk is a technology     entrepreneur, investor, and engineer. 
(ii) Google, Facebook , and Twitter must do more to combat fake news as Europeans head towards an election or the companies will face the threat of regulatory action, the European Commission has said. The European Union's executive said signatories to the code of practice had taken steps to remove fake accounts and limit sites promoting fake news but said more was needed. 

"Now they should make sure these tools are available to everyone across the EU, monitor their efficiency, and continuously adapt to new means used by those spreading disinformation. There is no time to waste," EU Commissioner for the Digital Single Market Andrus Ansip said. European Parliament will hold elections in May while Belgium, Denmark, Estonia,    Finland, Greece, Poland, Portugal and Ukraine all go to the polls in coming months. 

(iii) According to data from the Election Commission of India, about 2.6 crore young people in the age bracket of 18 to 20 years have already been registered in the electoral rolls. The number is 1.38 crore for the 18-19 age bracket, according to ECI data.
If you extrapolate the 2011 Census data, about 2 crore youngsters turn 18 every year. When the 2019 elections come around, there could be, hypothetically, 10 crore first time voters.
