Michelle Stanistreet
addressed the allegations,
and stated: “If true, the story
from Yahoo! News blows a
hole in the case made by the
US government that its
attempt to extradite Assange
is not politically motivated.”
The U.S. Justice
Department, in 2019
appealed to extradite Assange
on charges of espionage and

conspiring to hack the
classified documents.
Assange has been in jail in

London pending extradition
hearings and faces jail time if
extradited to the U.S.

Anthony Bellanger, general
secretary of the International
Federation of Journalists
(IFJ) also said, “If these
accusations are true, it would
cast a long shadow over all
independent journalism and
they would once again prove
that extraditing Assange to
the United States would put
his life at serious risk. We are
calling for a full investigation
and for the British authorities
to release him immediately.”

The next appeal hearing for
extraditing Assange to the
U.S. is expected to take place
on October 27 and 28.
